“Then the Road Continued On, Tabito, 2018”

Department of Imaging Art Yonguk LEE

Thisis a participatory work that was conducted at a modern
art exhibition in the Tabito region of Iwaki city, Fukushima
Prefecture from August 26th to September 23rd, 2018, called
“ART MEETING 2018: Playing in the Forests of Tabito.” In
the eighth year since the disaster in 2011, there remain many
unresolved problems, but one can sense a peaceful manner of
living upon returning to the area. Entering the forest in Tabito,
ordinary time passes by dazzlingly. While soliloquizing about
the nuances of expression, | believe strongly that “even so, the
sun will rise tomorrow.”

The video is composed of two channelsin avertical
configuration. The exhibition in Tabito was installed on the
walls of a private house that is 150 years old. The surface of the
walls glitters a deep black due to the smoke of the fireplaces.
The history of the house was acutely felt while installing the
work.

This time the exhibition will be installed in a white hall,
which is exactly the opposite of the environment in Iwaki, so |
am excited to see what the results will look like.

Lee is a Professor in Imaging Arts Department at Tokyo Polytechnic University where he was
teaching classes in Imaging art, new media Art theory, and Making of digital Cinema and
animation.

In 2007 Lee founded The Study of Cross Media in Japan Society of Image Arts & Sciences. This
Group is Several International Symposium made the plan and promoted.

Lee has been working with computer and other media as an artist since 1993. His art projects
have been presented by, among others, The National Art Center (Tokyo), The Metropolitan Art
Museum (Tokyo), and Tokyo base various Gallery.
