| am interested in the sense of presence and strength of
resistance that stones hold. Incorporating this strength into the
expression of my works, | focus on themes, like human existence
and the flow of time. These works deal with the swelling images
that can be felt from produced forms and the perspective of
seeing the world as a created space. The work displayed here

is ablack granite work that emphasizes flow and movement in
place. The smoothness and strength of black granite, as well as
the softness of its expression, are formed within the work as the
flow of its space. Differences in color and the sense of presence
produced by the handling of the stone not only emphasizes its
strength but also allows observers to carefully consider the
expansion from soft expression to space. It evokes time within
the movements of that flow and expresses a relationship with
human existence. This work allows each viewer to feel the flow
of time within the various images and expand their thoughts on
this concept by viewing the movements of this simple form.

Began working this year as professor of basic education as part of the Faculty of Fine Arts

at Tokyo Polytechnic University. After finishing the Graduate Sculpture Course at the Tokyo

University of the Arts, specialist activities have included producing works, primarily in stone, as

a sculptor. While mainly exhibiting work in solo shows, also participates in group exhibitions.

Along with this artistic activity, has acquired on-site experience as an instructor in Art Education

and is currently engaged in this instruction at a variety of educational sites that range from early

childhood to elementary, middle school, and high school education, as well as guidance on

expression in various specialist fields.
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
